AWARD PROGRAMS
This supplement establishes standard policies and procedures for the selection and presentation of awards in the cadet program within the squadron.

1.
Cadet of the Quarter

a.
The two cadets with the highest point total for the quarter will appear before a panel of cadet and senior members, be inspected, and answer questions pertaining to Civil Air Patrol. The panel will then discuss their observations and make the final selection of the winner.


b.
Cadets who achieve the distinction of being selected for Cadet of the Quarter will:.

(1) Receive a $50 savings bond.

(2) Receive a certificate.

(3) Wear a gold shoulder cord within the squadron.


c.
Should the cadet who has won the quarterly award not continue to maintain the high standards used to attain the award, the panel will decide if the award should be passed on to the runner-up.


d.
The four cadets of the quarter will vie for Squadron Cadet of the Year. The Squadron Cadet of the Year will receive an automatic nomination for the Wing Cadet of the Year.

These awards will be determined at the discretion of the deputy commander for cadets and the unit awards and promotions committee.
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
