LOCAL CIVIL AIR PATROL SQUADRON GETS NEW HOME

On Friday, July 23, 2004, Captain William Kay, Director of Operations for North Dakota Wing, Civil Air Patrol, announced that the Magic City Composite Squadron (Minot ND) will be granted use of a 360 sq. ft. office, inside the Armed Forces Reserve Center, located at 3420 2nd Street NE, just north of the Minot International Airport and the Dakota Territory Air Museum.

The Magic City Composite Squadron has been without an office since the airport terminal was relocated over 10 years ago.  Since then, the squadron records and equipment have been maintained at members’ homes. Squadron meetings have been conducted at the General Aviation and St. Leo’s Youth Center on a donated, per-use arrangement. “It was not an efficient way to run an organization” said Captain Kay.  With the assistance of Captain Brent Naslund, Reserve Center Facility Manager, and the North Dakota National Guard Headquarters in Bismarck, the Minot squadron was able to acquire the much-needed office to serve as its permanent workplace.

Along with the new office, the squadron will have access to all general use areas, including classrooms, a 500-seat theater, break room (with kitchen facilities), drill floor (gymnasium), and vehicle maintenance bays within the Armed Forces Reserve Center. 
 

The North Dakota National Guard also donated a conference table with 10 high-back chairs, a desk, bookcase, locker, and chalkboard.
The squadron will hold its first meeting in the new facility on August 2, 2004 at 6:30pm. 
The North Dakota Wing participates in several search and rescue and disaster relief missions and exercises with other units within the North Central Region throughout the year. The Magic City Composite Squadron meets on Monday evenings. The cadet members’ meeting is every Monday night at 6:30pm and the senior member meeting is on the 1st and 3rd Monday each month at 7:30pm. Both activities are held in Room #367 at the Armed Forces Reserve Center (3420 2nd Street NE, Minot). Visitors interested in Civil Air Patrol are invited to attend. Cadet membership is offered to ages 12-18 and senior membership is offered to ages 18 and over.
